Wear appropriate exercise clothes while
using the treadmill. Do not wear loose
clothes that could become caught in the
treadmill. Athletic support clothes are recom-
mended for both men and women. Always
wear athletic shoes. Never use the treadmill
with bare feet, wearing only stockings, or in
sandals.

Plug the power cord into a surge suppressor
(not included), and plug the surge suppres-
sor into an appropriate outlet (see page 13).
To avoid overloading the circuit, do not plug
other electrical devices, except for low-power
devices such as cell phone chargers, into
the surge suppressor or into an outlet on the
same circuit.

Read, understand, and test the emergency
stop procedure before using the treadmill.
(See HOW TO TURN ON THE CONSOLE on
page 15.) Always wear the clip while using the
treadmill.

Be careful when mounting and dismounting
the treadmill. Always stand on the foot rails
when starting or stopping the walking belt.
Always hold the handrails while using the
treadmill.

When a person is walking on the treadmill,
the noise level of the treadmill will increase.

2. Make sure that the power cord is unplugged.

Remove the six 3/8" x 3/4" Screws (18) from the
Base (74) (only one side is shown). Keep the
Screws.

3. Do not pinch any wires during this step. With
the help of a second person, set the upright
assembly (A) on the Base (74) as shown. Have
the second person hold the upright assembly
until this step is completed.

Next, attach the upright assembly (A) with the
six 3/8" x 3/4" Screws (18) that you removed

in step 2 and six 3/8" Star Washers (3); do not
tighten the Screws yet.

Firmly tighten
the Screws

Note: You may need to nudge the upright assem-
bly (A) forward or backward slightly to align the
screw holes.

Next, firmly tighten the 3/8" x 3/4" Screw (18)
indicated by the arrow on each side of the
upright assembly (A) (only one side is shown).

Then, firmly tighten the other four 3/8" x 3/4"
Screws (18).




4. Connect the Base Wire (52) to the Upright Wire
(75) in the Right Upright (83).

IMPORTANT: The wire connectors should
slide together easily and snap into place
with an audible click. You must connect the
wires properly for your treadmill to function

properly.

5. Remove the tag (not shown) from the Pivot
Plate (111) on the console assembly (B).

Next, have a second person hold the console
assembly (B) near the handrail assembly (C).
See the inset drawing. Make sure that the con-
sole assembly is oriented so that the indicated
hole (D) is aligned with the locator pin (E).

Next, insert the console wires (F) downward
through the round opening in the handralil
assembly (C) and set the console assembly (B)
on the handrail assembly. Do not pinch the
wires.

Attach the console assembly (B) with two
5/16" x 3/4" Screws (84); do not fully tighten
the Screws yet.

6. Rotate the console assembly (B) so that
it faces the opposite direction. Tighten two
5/16" x 3/4" Screws (84) into the Pivot Plate
(111); start both Screws, and then firmly
tighten them.

See the inset drawing. Identify the Left Pivot
Cover (96). Attach the Left Pivot Cover to the
Pivot Plate (111) with a #8 x 5/8" Machine Screw
(65); do not overtighten the Machine Screw.

7. Rotate the console assembly (B) back to
its original position. Firmly tighten the two
5/16" x 3/4" Screws (84) that you attached in
step 5.

Then, attach the Right Pivot Cover (100) to the
Pivot Plate (111) with a #8 x 5/8" Machine Screw
(65); do not overtighten the Machine Screw.
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8. Rotate the console assembly (B) to the posi-
tion shown.

See the inset drawing. Connect the console
ground wire (G) to the ground wire (H) in the
handrail assembly (C).

See the inset drawing. Next, connect the
console wire (I) to the wire (J) in the handrail
assembly (C). IMPORTANT: The wire connec-
tors should slide together easily and snap
into place with an audible click. You must
connect the wires properly for your treadmill
to function properly.

Then, carefully push all wires into the handrail
assembly (C), and attach the Access Cover (87)
with two #8 x 3/4" Screws (5): do not over-
tighten the Screws.

9. Attach the right handrail assembly (K) to the
treadmill with two 3/8" x 4 3/4" Screws (1) and
two 3/8" Star Washers (3); firmly tighten the
Screws.

10. If necessary, move the treadmill to the desired 10
location (see page 27).

After the treadmill is placed in the location where
it will be used, make sure that the treadmill rests
firmly on the floor. If the treadmill rocks even
slightly, turn a Leveling Foot (77) as needed until
the rocking motion is eliminated.

11. Make sure that all parts are properly tightened before you use the treadmill. Keep the included hex keys
in a secure place. One of the hex keys is used to adjust the walking belt (see page 27). To protect the floor or
carpet from damage, place a mat under the treadmill. To avoid damage to the console, keep the treadmill out

of direct sunlight.

HOW TO PLUG IN THE POWER CORD

USE A SURGE SUPPRESSOR

Your treadmill, like other electronic equipment, can be
damaged by sudden voltage changes in your home’s
power. Voltage surges, spikes, and noise interference
can result from weather conditions or from other appli-
ances being turned on or off. To decrease the risk of
damaging the treadmill, always use a surge sup-
pressor (A) with the treadmill. To purchase a surge
suppressor, see precaution 15 on page 3.

Use only a surge suppressor (A) that is UL 1449 listed
as a transient voltage surge suppressor (TVSS). The
surge suppressor must have a UL suppressed volt-
age rating of 400 volts or less and a minimum surge
dissipation of 450 joules. The surge suppressor must
also be electrically rated for 120 volts AC and 15
amps. There must be a monitoring light on the surge
suppressor to indicate whether it is functioning prop-
erly. Failure to use a properly functioning surge
suppressor could result in damage to the control
system of the treadmill and serious injury to users.

PLUG IN THE POWER CORD

The treadmill must be grounded. If it should malfunc-
tion or break down, grounding provides a path of least
resistance for electric current to reduce the risk of elec-
tric shock. The treadmill power cord (B) has a plug with
a grounding pin (C) (see drawing 1 on this page).

A DANGER: Improper connection of

the power cord increases the risk of electric
shock. Do not modify the plug—if it will not fit
an outlet, have a proper outlet installed by a
qualified electrician. If you are unsure whether
the treadmill is properly grounded, contact a
qualified electrician.

Plug the power cord (B) into a surge suppressor

(A), and plug the surge suppressor into an appropri-
ate outlet (D) that is properly installed and grounded

in accordance with all local codes and ordinances.
The outlet must be on a nominal 120-volt circuit
capable of carrying 15 or more amps. To avoid
overloading the circuit, do not plug other electrical

devices, except for low-power devices such as cell
phone chargers, into the surge suppressor or into
an outlet on the same circuit. IMPORTANT: If the
treadmill is connected to an AFCl-equipped outlet
and your circuit breaker trips repeatedly when the
treadmill is used, see the front cover of this manual
to purchase an arc filter.

A temporary
adapter (E) may
be used to con-
nect the surge
suppressor (A) to
a 2-pole recep-
tacle (F) if a
properly grounded
outlet is not
available.

The lug (G) or wire extending from the adapter must
be connected with a metal screw (H) to a permanent
ground such as a properly grounded outlet box cover.
Some 2-pole receptacle outlet box covers are not
grounded. Before using an adapter, contact a quali-
fied electrician to determine whether the outlet box
cover is grounded. The temporary adapter should
be used only until a properly grounded outlet can
be installed by a qualified electrician.



HOW TO USE THE TREADMILL

FEATURES OF THE CONSOLE

The advanced console offers a selection of features
designed to make your workouts more effective and
exciting.

When you use the manual mode of the console, you
can change the speed and incline of the treadmill with
a touch of a button. As you exercise, the console will
display instant exercise feedback.

The console also features wireless technology that
enables the console to connect to iFIT®. With iFIT,
you can choose from a changing selection of fea-
tured workouts that automatically control the speed
and incline of the treadmill as iFIT trainers guide you
through immersive exercise sessions.
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With an iFIT subscription, you can access a library

of thousands of on-demand destination and studio
workouts, create your own workouts, track your work-
out results, and access many other features. Go to
iFIT.com to learn more.

IMPORTANT: To prevent damage to the treadmill,
wear clean athletic shoes while using the treadmill.
The first time you use the treadmill, observe the
alignment of the walking belt, and center it if nec-
essary (see page 27).




HOW TO TURN ON THE CONSOLE

IMPORTANT: If the treadmill has been exposed
to cold temperatures, allow it to warm to room
temperature before you turn on the console. If
you do not do this, you may damage electrical
components.

Plug in the power cord. Next,
locate the power switch on the
treadmill frame near the power
cord. Press the power switch
into the reset position (A).

treadmill. Locate the

clip (B) attached to

the key (C), and slide
the clip securely onto

IMPORTANT: In
an emergency, the

Test the
clip by taking a few steps backward; if the key is
not pulled from the console, adjust the position of
the clip.

HOW TO TURN OFF THE CONSOLE

When you finish using the treadmill, remove the key
from the console and put it in a secure place. Then,
press the power switch into the off position and unplug
the power cord. IMPORTANT: If you do not do this,
the electrical components of the treadmill may
wear prematurely.

IMPORTANT: To avoid damaging the treadmill,
adjust the incline to 0% before you fold the
treadmill.

HOW TO USE THE TOUCH SCREEN

The console features an advanced tablet with a full-
color touch screen. You can slide or flick your finger
against the screen to move images on the screen,
such as the displays in a workout. Note: The screen is
not pressure sensitive; you do not need to press hard.

To type information into a text box, touch the text box
to view the keyboard. To use numbers or other charac-
ters, touch ?123. To view more characters, touch ~[<.
To return to the letter keyboard, touch ABC. To use a
capital character, touch the shift button (upward-facing
arrow symbol). To clear text, touch the clear button
(backward-facing arrow with an X).

HOW TO SET UP THE CONSOLE

Before you use the treadmill for the first time, set up
the console.

If you have
already selected a workout, touch the screen and
follow the prompts to end the workout and return to
the home screen.

To select the workout library, touch Browse.
Select a workout.

To select a workout from the home screen or the
workout library, simply touch the desired workout
image on the screen. Slide or flick the screen to
scroll as necessary.

The featured workouts on your console will change
periodically. To save one of the featured workouts
for future use, you can add it as a favorite by touch-
ing the favorites button (heart symbol). You must
be logged in to your iFIT account to save a fea-
tured workout (see step 5 on page 20).

When you select a workout, the screen will show
an overview of the workout that includes details
such as the duration and distance of the workout
and the approximate number of calories that you
will burn during the workout.

During some workouts, the screen will show a map
of the route and a marker indicating your progress.

During the workout, the speed and incline of the
treadmill will change automatically according to
the settings of the workout. If the speed and/or
incline level is too high or too low, you can
manually override the setting (see steps 3 and 4
on page 16). To return to the programmed speed
and/or incline settings of the workout, touch
Follow Workout.

If the smart adjust feature is enabled, the console
will scale the intensity level of the workout automat-
ically based on your manual overrides of the speed
and incline settings. To enable the smart adjust
feature, touch the screen in any open space and
then touch the smart adjust toggle.

IMPORTANT: The calorie goal shown in the
workout description is only an estimate. The
actual number of calories that you burn will depend
on various factors such as your weight.

To use an iFIT workout, you must be logged in to your
iFIT account and the console must be connected to a
wireless network. For more information about iFIT,
go to iFIT.com.

1. Select the home screen.

When you turn on the console, the home screen
will appear after the console boots up. If you have
already selected a workout, touch the screen and
follow the prompts to end the workout and return to
the home screen.

2. Login to your iFIT account.

If you have not done so, touch the menu button
(three horizontal lines symbol) on the screen and
then touch Log into log in to your iFIT account.
Follow the prompts on the screen to enter your
username and password.

To switch users within your iFIT account, touch

the menu button, touch Settings, and then touch
Manage Accounts. If more than one user is associ-
ated with the account, a list of users will appear.
Touch the name of the desired user.

3. Select an iFIT workout from the home screen or
the workout library.

Touch the buttons at the bottom of the screen to
select either the home screen (Home) or the work-
out library (Browse).

To select an iFIT workout from the home screen or
the workout library, simply touch the desired work-
out image on the screen. Slide or flick the screen to
scroll as necessary.

The workout library contains all of the iFIT work-
outs organized into categories. To search the
workout library, touch Filters and select the desired
filtering options.



When you select an iFIT workout, the screen will
show an overview of the workout that includes
details such as the duration of the workout and the
approximate number of calories that you will burn
during the workout.

You can also select options such as adding the
workout to your schedule (see step 4) or marking
the workout as a favorite (see step 5).

Schedule an iFIT workout on the calendar if
desired.

To schedule an iFIT workout for a future date,
simply view the overview or workout summary of
the desired iFIT workout, touch Schedule, and then
select the desired date on the calendar. When the
selected date arrives, the iFIT workout that you
scheduled will appear on the home screen.

Create a list of favorite iFIT workouts if desired.

To mark an iFIT workout as a favorite, simply view
the overview or workout summary of the desired
iFIT workout and touch the favorites button (heart
symbol).

To view a list of iFIT workouts that you have
marked as favorites, touch Browse and then scroll
downward to My List.

Get ready for the workout.
Touch Start Workout. The walking belt will start to
move at a low speed and a warm-up period will

begin.

To use the fan, your Bluetooth headphones, or an
optional heart rate monitor, see page 22.

Start the workout.
Touch End Warmup or walk until the warm-up
period ends to start the workout. The workout will

function in the same way as a featured workout.

When you are finished using the treadmill, turn
off the console (see page 15).
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HOW TO CHANGE CONSOLE SETTINGS

When you turn on the console, the home screen
will appear after the console boots up. If you have
already selected a workout, touch the screen and
follow the prompts to end the workout and return to
the home screen.

Customize workout settings.

To customize workout settings and enable work-
out features, touch In Workout and then touch the
desired settings.

When the active pulse feature is enabled, the
console will scale the intensity level of workouts
based on your heart rate when you use a compat-
ible heart rate monitor. To enable the active pulse
feature, touch the active pulse toggle. Then, select
your resting and maximum heart rates and adjust
related settings as desired.



4. Customize the unit of measurement and other

settings.

The console can display speed and distance in
either standard or metric units of measurement. To
select the desired unit of measurement, to adjust
the screen brightness, or to change other settings,
touch Equipment Info or Equipment Settings and
then touch the desired settings.

View machine information or console app
information.

Touch Equipment Info and then touch Machine Info
or App Info to view information about your treadmill
or about the console app.

Update the console firmware.

For the best results, regularly check for firm-
ware updates. Touch Maintenance and then touch
Update to check for firmware updates. The update
will begin automatically. IMPORTANT: To avoid
damaging the treadmill, do not press the power
switch or unplug the power cord while the firm-
ware is being updated.

The screen will show the progress of the update.
When the update is complete, the console will turn
off and then turn back on. If it does not, press the
power switch into the off position, wait for several
seconds, and then press the power switch into the
reset position. Note: It may take a moment for
the console to be ready for use.

Note: Occasionally, a firmware update may cause
the console to function slightly differently. These
updates are always designed to improve your
exercise experience.

Calibrate the incline system.

To calibrate the incline system, touch Maintenance,
touch Calibrate Incline, and then touch Begin. The
frame will automatically rise to the maximum incline
level, lower to the minimum incline level, and then
return to the starting position. This will calibrate

the incline system. When the incline system is
calibrated, touch Finish.
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IMPORTANT: Keep pets, feet, and other objects
away from the treadmill while the incline sys-
tem is calibrating. In an emergency, remove
the key from the console to stop the incline
calibration.

Note: The incline system may occasionally cali-
brate automatically when you turn on the treadmill.
Wait for the frame to stop moving before you
attempt to use the treadmill.

Set up and manage a wireless network
connection.

Touch Wi-Fito select the wireless network menu.
If Wi-Fi is not enabled, touch the Wi-Fitoggle to
enable it. When Wi-Fi is enabled, the screen will
show a list of available networks. Note: It may take
a few moments for the list of wireless networks to
appear.

Note: You must have your own wireless network
and an 802.11b/g/n router with SSID broadcast
enabled (hidden networks are not supported). The
console supports unsecured and secured (WEP,
WPA™  and WPA2™) encryption. A broadband
connection is recommended; performance depends
on connection speed.



When a list of networks appears, touch the desired
network. Note: You will need to know your network
name (SSID). If your network has a password,

you will also need to know the password. Follow
the prompts on the screen to enter your password
and connect to the selected wireless network.
Passwords are case-sensitive.

When the console is connected to your wireless
network, a confirmation message will appear on the
screen.

The fan has several speed
settings, including an auto
mode. While the auto mode * LA
is selected, the speed of the

Press the fan
increase and decrease buttons on the console repeat-
edly to select a fan speed or to turn off the fan.
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HOW TO CONNECT HEADPHONES

To connect your Bluetooth headphones to the console,
first turn on your headphones, place them in pairing
mode, and place them near the console. Then, start

a workout. Next, touch the screen in any open space,
touch the option to connect your headphones, and
select your headphones from the list on the screen.

When your headphones and the console pair
successfully, the audio from the console will play
through your headphones.

HOW TO USE AN OPTIONAL HEART RATE
MONITOR

Whether your goal is to burn
fat or to strengthen your car-
diovascular system, the key
to achieving the best results
is to maintain the proper
heart rate during your work-
outs. The optional heart rate
monitor will enable you to
continuously monitor your

heart rate while you exer-

cise, helping you to reach your personal fitness goals.
The console is compatible with all Bluetooth® Smart
heart rate monitors. To purchase an optional heart
rate monitor, please see the front cover of this
manual.

When your compatible heart rate monitor is turned on
and placed in pairing mode, the console will connect to
it automatically. When your heartbeat is detected, your
heart rate will be shown on the screen.

IMPORTANT: Before moving the treadmill, insert
the key into the console, raise the incline to the
maximum incline level, remove the key, and then
unplug the power cord.

CAUTION: Due to the size and weight of the tread-
mill, moving it requires two or three persons. To
reduce the risk of injury, use extreme caution while
moving the treadmill. Do not move the treadmill
without lifting the back end, do not pull on the
console, and do not move the treadmill over an
uneven surface. Bend your legs and keep your
back straight.

Take any necessary measures to avoid damag-
ing your floor. With one person on each side of the
treadmill, carefully lift the rear of the base (A) until the
treadmill will roll on the wheels (B).

Carefully roll the treadmill to the desired location, and
then lower the base to the floor.

Make sure that the treadmill rests firmly on the floor. If
the treadmill rocks slightly, turn the leveling feet (C) as
needed until the rocking motion is eliminated.
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MAINTENANCE AND TROUBLESHOOTING

MAINTENANCE

Regular maintenance is important for optimal
performance and to reduce wear. Inspect and prop-
erly tighten all parts each time the treadmill is used.
Replace any worn parts immediately. Use only
manufacturer-supplied parts.

Regularly clean the treadmill and keep the walking belt
clean and dry. First, press the power switch into the
off position and unplug the power cord. Wipe exte-
rior parts of the treadmill with a damp cloth and a small
amount of mild soap. IMPORTANT: Do not spray
liquids directly onto the treadmill. To avoid damage

to the console, keep liquids away from the console.

Then, thoroughly dry the treadmill with a soft towel.

a. Make sure that the power cord is plugged into a
surge suppressor, and that the surge suppressor
is plugged into a properly grounded outlet (see
page 15).

IMPORTANT: If the treadmill is connected to an
AFCl-equipped outlet and your circuit breaker
trips repeatedly when the treadmill is used,
please see TROUBLESHOOTING above to pur-
chase an arc filter.

After the power cord has been plugged in, make
sure that the key is inserted into the console.
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c. Check the power switch located on the treadmill
frame near the power cord.

Using the hex key,
turn both idler roller screws (E) counterclockwise,
1/4 of a turn. When the walking belt is properly
tightened, you should be able to lift each edge of
the walking belt 3 to 4 in. (8 to 10 cm) off the walk-
ing platform. Be careful to keep the walking belt
centered. Then, plug in the power cord, insert the
key, and walk on the treadmill for a few minutes.
Repeat until the walking belt is properly tightened.

The treadmill features a walking belt coated with
high-performance lubricant. IMPORTANT: Never
apply silicone spray or other substances to

the walking belt or the walking platform unless
instructed to do so by an authorized service
representative.

EXERCISE GUIDELINES

AWARNING = Before beginning this

or any exercise program, consult your physi-
cian. This is especially important for persons
over age 35 or persons with pre-existing
health problems.

These guidelines will help you to plan your exercise
program. For detailed exercise information, obtain a
reputable book or consult your physician. Remember,
proper nutrition and adequate rest are essential for
successful results.

EXERCISE INTENSITY

Whether your goal is to burn fat or to strengthen your
cardiovascular system, exercising at the proper inten-
sity is the key to achieving results. You can use your
heart rate as a guide to find the proper intensity level.
The chart below shows recommended heart rates for
fat burning and aerobic exercise.

165 155 145 140 130 125 115 @
145 138 130 125 118 110 103 @
125 120 115 110 105 95 90 @

20 30 40 50 60 70 80

To find the proper intensity level, find your age at the
bottom of the chart (ages are rounded off to the near-
est ten years). The three numbers listed above your
age define your “training zone.” The lowest number is
the heart rate for fat burning, the middle number is the
heart rate for maximum fat burning, and the highest
number is the heart rate for aerobic exercise.

Burning Fat—To burn fat effectively, you must exer-
cise at a low intensity level for a sustained period of
time. During the first few minutes of exercise, your
body uses carbohydrate calories for energy. Only
after the first few minutes of exercise does your body
begin to use stored fat calories for energy. If your
goal is to burn fat, adjust the intensity of your exer-
cise until your heart rate is near the lowest number in
your training zone. For maximum fat burning, exercise
with your heart rate near the middle number in your
training zone.
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Aerobic Exercise—If your goal is to strengthen your
cardiovascular system, you must perform aerobic
exercise, which is activity that requires large amounts
of oxygen for prolonged periods of time. For aerobic
exercise, adjust the intensity of your exercise until
your heart rate is near the highest number in your
training zone.

HOW TO MEASURE YOUR HEART RATE

To measure your heart
rate, exercise for at
least four minutes.
Then, stop exercis-
ing and place two
fingers on your wrist
as shown. Take a
six-second heartbeat
count, and multiply the
result by 10 to find your heart rate. For example, if your
six-second heartbeat count is 14, your heart rate is 140
beats per minute.

WORKOUT GUIDELINES

Warming Up— Start with 5 to 10 minutes of stretch-
ing and light exercise. A warm-up increases your body
temperature, heart rate, and circulation in preparation
for exercise.

Training Zone Exercise—Exercise for 20 to 30 min-
utes with your heart rate in your training zone. (During
the first few weeks of your exercise program, do not
keep your heart rate in your training zone for longer
than 20 minutes.) Breathe regularly and deeply as you
exercise; never hold your breath.

Cooling Down—Finish with 5 to 10 minutes of stretch-
ing. Stretching increases the flexibility of your muscles
and helps to prevent post-exercise problems.

EXERCISE FREQUENCY

To maintain or improve your condition, complete
three workouts each week, with at least one day of
rest between workouts. After a few months of regular
exercise, you may complete up to five workouts each
week, if desired. Remember, the key to success is to
make exercise a regular and enjoyable part of your
everyday life.

Parts are warranted for
two (2) years. The tablet and labor are warranted for one (1) year.
